Lt. Governor Welcomes DR2 to Oklahoma

Duncan Recycling and Refining Hosts Facility Open House

Duncan, Oklahoma – Lieutenant Governor Todd Lamb welcomed Duncan Recycling and Refining (DR2) to Oklahoma on Monday, April 18, 2016 during the company’s facility open house and ribbon cutting, stating, “This is a Platinum Day for Duncan and for the State of Oklahoma”.
